Yes, and for
nearly 2,000 years the church has prayed this same prayer. Jesus taught it.

Man has had his way and
messed things up. There are certain changes necessary to make the world
better, that man hasn’t the power to bring to pass.

1. BIND THE DEVIL

No man or government can accomplish this. No peaceful or law
abiding world with the devil turned loose.

He alone sets the
captives free.

Zechariah 14:16: And it shall come to pass,
that every one that is left of all the nations
which came against Jerusalem shall even
go up from year to year to worship the
King, the Lord of Hosts, and to keep the
Feast of Tabernacles.

Zechariah 8:21: And the inhabitants of one
city shall go to another, saying, Let us go speedily to pray
before the Lord, and to seek the Lord of Hosts: | will go also.

11. OUR LORD JESUS CHRIST WILL REIGN

Literally the Lord of hosts shall reign in Mount Zion in Jerusalem.

Zechariah says in 9:10b: ... and His dominion shall be from
sea even to sea, and from the river even to the ends of the
earth.

Daniel says in 7:14: And there was given Him dominion, and
glory, and a kingdom, that all people, nations, and languages,
should serve Him: His dominion is an everlasting dominion,
which shall not pass away, and His Kingdom that which shall
not be destroyed.

12. UNIVERSAL JOY AND HAPPINESS

Isaiah 51:11: Therefore the redeemed
of the Lord shall return, and come with
singing unto Zion; and everlasting joy
shall be upon their head: they shall
obtain gladness and joy; and sorrow
and mourning shall flee away.
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Isaiah 65:19: And I will rejoice in Jerusalem, and joy in My

people: and the voice of weeping shall be no more heard in
her, nor the voice of crying.

Zephaniah 3:15: The Lord hath taken away thy judgments, He
hath cast out thine enemy: the King of Israel, even the Lord,
is in the midst of thee: thou shalt not see evil any more.

These changes Jesus will effect. He now awaits to
make the greatest change of all: to make you new
— a new creature for a new world.
